Money
The intended audience for this activity is pupils in Year 1 or 2 or as a means of re-capping measuring skills in Year 3.

At the title page select the “Teacher” button to go to the teacher example page first.

From here you can:

· Show the children some examples of the activities they will be involved in at their own workstations as an independent activity.  Show the child that if they are unclear about what the question says they can click on it and it will be read out to them. 
Once the teacher has provided appropriate teaching of this concept and modelling of this task, the pupil(s) should click on either “level 1,” (bottom) “level 2,” (middle) or “level 3” (top) “ button.  The activity contains 6 hyperlinked pages.  The first 2 pages ask for the pupil to suggest ways to make a given amount of money.  The final 4 pages ask pupils to give change.
The activities are deliberately not self-checking; pupils can compare and check each others work or the teacher can quickly check the completed money page before the pupil(s) move on to the next.  I have used the program successfully in our ICT suite containing 19 computers.
Overview of levels

Level 1

· Use coins to make 10p

· Change from 10p

Level 2

· Use coins to make 20p

· Change from 20p

Level 3

· Use coins to make £1

· Change from £1

Installing the file

Stand alone

Open the folder "Money."

Double click on the file "Title Page."

When the title page opens in Textease, choose the Teacher button and go through the examples.  Ask the pupils to double click the title page, then select the level suggested by the teacher.
Network

Copy the folder "Money" onto the directory on your network.

Right click on the file "Title page."

From the menu that appears left click on "create a shortcut."

Rename the shortcut "Money." (to do this you right click on the file and from the menu that opens, choose "rename.")

Copy shortcut "Money." (Right click and select copy from the menu)

Paste this shortcut into "desktops" folder.
